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5.1.3 FISHERY AND AQUATIC RESOURCES

There are 13 coastal municipalities of the province. These are the
municipalities of Buug, Mabuhay, Olutanga, Talusan, Malangas, Alicia,
Siay, Naga, Kabasalan, Ipil, R. T. Lim, Payao and Tungawan. The long
stretches of coastal areas cover Sibugay, Dumanguillas and Sibulon Bays.
The island municipalities are Mabuhay, Olutanga and Talusan in which
seaweeds or “Agar-agar” is vastly found.

5.1.4 FISHPONDS

Mineral extractions and other economic activities in the upland
areas threatened the marine ecosystem to deplete. Various initiatives and
efforts are now beginning to emerge in the area.
